First things first.  

 

YES you can do this tour in one day ð we did no problem.  Get up there 

by 9:30 or so and should have no problem in 1 day.  

 

It will involve a decent amount of walking and an understanding of the 

subway (very easy to read  the maps hanging on the wall s at ever y stop)  

 

Note the difference when reading where a place located between 

AVENUES and STREETS. 

 

 Make sure if it says 2nd STREET you do not go to 2nd AVENUE. 

 

Know that New York pizza is about 15 ð 20 dollars a pizza.  

 

Cookies can cost as much as $4.00 a piece.  

 

Be specific when ordering water ð tap or bottled. Tap is u sually free.  

 

Margarita pizza is what the originals call òNew York Styleó. 

 

WHEN ORDERING YOUR SUBWAY PASS AT THE MACHINE: 

 

1. Calm Down- people behind you will wait.  

 

2. Pick the option that allows you to òGET A NEW METROCARDó 

 

3. Select the all day unlimited pass ð currently $8.25  weekday  

 

4. The $8.00 one is NOT the one you want ð it only has 4 uses 

which would be enough for this trip but leaves no room for 

error.
